GUIDELINES

¢ Teachers or dancers may not register as chaperones.

¢ Students under 12 years must be with a chaperone at a ratio of 1:10.
*  Registered teachers may attend all sessions.

¢ Dancers should participate in classes at their honest ability level.

¢ Students may change rooms based on their competency in that style.
*  Minimum age and skill requirements will be enforced.

¢ DParticipants are asked to demonstrate proper class etiquette.

¢ All dancers may participate in the “All Welcome” room.
Allattendees in the classrooms must have a wristband.

¢ Chaperones must have a Convention wristband to observe classes.

¢ Adult & Ballroom Classes may be taken on a per class rate.

¢ Students may not attend classes in Teacher Only and Adult classes.

¢ Participants registered for Adult Only classes may not attend student or teacher classrooms.

Intermediate Minimum age 10 years
*  Atleast 3 years dance experience.
*  Ability to follow and pick-up combinations quickly.
*  Jazz and Lyrical - Can execute a clean double pirouette.
*  Knowledge of basic combinations across the floor.
*  Tap - Can execute time step, riffs, pull backs. Knowledge of basic
rhythmic patterns and some understanding of syncopated rhythms.

Advanced Minimum age 12 years

¢ Minimum 4 years dance experience

¢ Ability to focus and execute material in a meaningful way

¢ Doesn’t over struggle with the demands of the calls or the material
presented.

¢ Jazz and Lyrical - Can execute a clean triple pirouette.

¢ Demonstrates technique & physical ability strong enough to handle
advanced work.

¢ Tap - Can execute clean double pull backs, wings. Has an understand-
ing of syncopated rhythms. Able to isolate sounds and execute clear
thythmic patterns.

Adjudication Guidelines:

o Adjudication participants must be registered for the Convention.

« Scores sheets may be picked up by one group representative.

« No one over 18 allowed to dance in age categories 13-14 or younger.

« PDN has the right to extend or change Adjudication day if necessary.

« Number of entries is limited.

« No videotaping without prior permission from PDN staff and
choreographer. An identification badge is required.

Music:

o Music for Adjudication must be turned into Registration by 2:00 pm.

» Music must be cued up.

« Have a back-up tape available.

o Please label music with the dancer or group name and song name.

« A group representative may pick up music at the sound area during
adjudication or at Registration Sunday.

« No teacher participation. m
o Lifts are okay.

« General props are okay.

« No fire, knives, swords or special lighting.
